Symptoms may include headache, irritation of nose and throat and increased secretion of mucous in the nose 
and throat. Other symptoms may also become evident, but they should disappear after exposure has ceased.   
Long Term Exposure: No data for health effects associated with long term inhalation.   

Skin Contact:  
Short Term Exposure: Available data indicates that this product is not harmful. It should present no hazards in 
normal use. However product is a skin irritant. Symptoms may include itchiness and reddening of contacted skin.

This is a commercial product whose exact ratio of components may vary slightly. Minor quantities of other non 
hazardous ingredients are also possible.

Section 4 - First Aid Measures  

General Information:  
You should call The Poisons Information Centre if you feel that you may have been poisoned, burned or irritated by 
this product.

Inhalation: If irritation occurs, contact a Poisons Information Centre, or call a doctor. Remove source of 
contamination or move victim to fresh air.
